Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC referred to in this agreement as “VENUE” will be used on the designated days in conjunction Champion4Christ , hereby referred to as “LESSEE”.  It will be used for the purpose of presenting a concert and conference.  LESSEE will comply with all VENUE requirements contained herein.

COMPENSATION
1. Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC will provide for a rental fee of $6,000.00.
LESSEE MAY REMIT PAYMENT IN THE FORM OF A CASH, CHECK, MONEY ORDER or CASHIERS CHECK MADE PAYABLE TO TRI- LAKES CENTER OF BRANSON, LLC. 

2. Final payment is due no later than by Noon (US Central Time) on July 27, 2012..
3. Cleaning, disposal, damage and rental of equipment and other fees may be billed at a later date. 
OVERSIGHT

1. The VENUE at all times shall remain subject to the oversight of Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC its agents, employees, directors and designees.

2. LESSEE shall have no right to sublet or sub-license any space or right acquired herein.

3. LESSEE may not, without the advance written consent of VENUE, assign any right or delegate any duties hereunder nor may it transfer, pledge, surrender or otherwise encumber or dispose of its interest in any portion of this Event Contract. VENUE may, however, assign any right or delegate any duties hereunder with or without the consent of LESSEE.
STAFFING
VENUE will provide the following staff:

Maintenance and Janitorial staff during and after event.
One sound technician.

One lighting person.  

Concession staff.

LESSEE requirements include providing personnel to oversee dressing and rehearsal areas if used.

RECORDING AND BROADCAST RIGHTS

1. No broadcasting or cable casting, motion picture or other transmission or recording rights or privileges (hereinafter Reproduction Rights) are conferred by this Agreement, and such activities are prohibited unless separately permitted by written consent of TLC.

2. In the event that LESSEE wishes to exercise Reproduction Rights, it will pay such additional charges as VENUE shall determine, based upon the time, character and availability of VENUE, for each separate items; and shall pay for additional costs for stagehands, miscellaneous labor and equipment as may e required.

3. LESSEE shall further make arrangements to pay additional royalties and/or performing fees to all authors, license holders, and performers, including music licensing organizations (ASCAP, BMI, SESAC).
4. Any exercise of reproduction rights shall carry with it the obligation to give credit to Tri-Lakes Center by including with such reproductions, either orally or by visual graphics, the following credit:

LESSEE REQUIREMENTS
1.  LESSEE will provide the following:

a) Adequate personnel to operate and run their program. 

b.) A timed program outline and materials as soon as possible to the VENUE production             

      technician via fax or email.
c.) A detailed load-in schedule two weeks prior to event.

d.) All vendors, suppliers and participants are required to break-down boxes and take them to the       dumpster. 
e.) LESSEE to furnish all meals and snacks, for entertainers and program participants as may be required by their agreement. 
f.) LESSEE to furnish entertainers backline and other associated equipment, supplies or props. 
2.  LESSEE will provide and be responsible for all production setup and breakdown. Load in help from VENUE will be at the rate of $25.00 an hour. Additional production personnel can be provided by VENUE at the rate of  $50.00 an hour.
3. Any additional production equipment, phone lines, office equipment, utility panels, cable lines etc., will be at the sole cost of LESSEE except for equipment VENUE will provide outlined in this document.
CONCESSION SALES
1. VENUE will operate and exclusively retain all food and beverage sales from the concession area.
2.     LESSEE is allowed to use outside catering for their meals.
HOUSEKEEPING
1. No confetti (of any kind) is to be used in the facility. If confetti (of any kind) is used, a $500 per day cleaning fee will be charged LESSEE.
2.     NO pyrotechnics allowed in the facility.

2. All merchandise boxes must be disposed of prior to loading out. VENUE is not responsible for tearing down and disposing of these boxes. A disposal fee will be assessed to LESSEE for all boxes, trash, packaging material not removed from premises. (Cardboard boxes and cardboard material to be disposed in designated dumpster.) 

3. LESSEE is responsible for a LOST and FOUND box at their registration table. VENUE is not responsible for lost items of the participants and will be held harmless for such.

4. Tri-Lakes Center is a family friendly facility. No alcohol is permitted on the property at any time. This includes, but is not limited to: dressing rooms, green rooms, lobbies, restrooms, parking lot, storage facilities, parking lots and any other room, facility or space on the Tri-Lakes Center property. Smoking is permitted outdoors in designated smoking areas. 
5. No animals (other than those required by persons with disabilities) shall be brought or kept on the premises without the approval of VENUE. In the event the VENUE consents to the presence and use of an animal, the same shall be brought and kept therein only when required for a performance and then only during the hours when the performance and rehearsals are actually in progress.

CLEAN-UP RESPONSIBILITY
LESSEE agrees to leave all VENUE facilities in the same condition as existed at the time LESSEE took possession. VENUE will provide normal pre and post event cleaning services. Any additional charge incurred because of an excessive amount of post event clean-up will be borne by LESSEE. LESSEE shall be responsible for any and all damages to VENUE facilities caused by acts of the LESSEE, its agents, employees, or attendees of LESSEE’s event. 
PROMOTIONAL MATERIAL
1 LESSEE shall name the Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC in all promotional material related to the LESSEE’S event to be held at the Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC.  
2 Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC requests their logo be placed on any advance mailings, printed material and website announcing or promoting the event. LESSEE may link to VENUE’S website for promotional purposes before and during the event.
ADVERTISING
LESSEE shall not advertise or publically announce in any manner that it will present an event or conduct an activity within the Tri-Lakes Center facility or will tickets be placed on sale until after this Event Contract has been executed and the deposit paid.
ROYALTY AND PERFORMANCE RIGHTS

1. LESSEE warrants and represents that all copyrighted materials will be performed or produced only with the express permission, or under licensing or authorization, by the copyright owners or their representatives. LESSEE will indemnify and hold harmless VENUE, its trustees, officers, employees, and agents against all claims, losses, liability, actions and expenses (including legal expenses and fees) arising out of a copyright license agreement or infringement claim or both.
2. LESSEE will be responsible for payment of all performance rights to ASCAP and BMI and any other organization for this event.
COMPLIANCE WITH LAW
1. LESSEE shall comply with all applicable laws, orders and regulations of federal, state, county and municipal authorities. 
2.  LESSEE shall obtain any license or permit which may be required for its particular use of the facility including a vendor license obtained from the City of Branson and/or the State of Missouri.  LESSEE shall not undertake any act, which VENUE concludes may jeopardize any license or permit, held by VENUE or a licensee of VENUE. 

3. LESSEE shall obtain a Sales Tax License, if required by City of Branson and/or State of Missouri, and pay all applicable taxes, state or city tax associated with the use of VENUE.  
FIRE AND SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

1. Real firearms are not permitted in the VENUE at any time. 

2. Recognized law enforcement officers are exempt.

3. Security personnel scheduled and approved by VENUE are exempt.

4. Toy, fake or prop firearms may be used and are the responsibility of the LESSEE and must be kept locked up when not in actual use in rehearsal or performance.

5. All scenery, properties, drapery, exhibition materials or other items brought into the VENUE must be flame proofed in accordance with the regulations of the City of Branson Missouri Fire Department.

6. Sets, backdrops, curtains and other material used on stage must have a current flameproof certificate presented to VENUE before opening. A copy of this certificate will be kept on file with VENUE.

MISCONDUCT

VENUE shall be entitled to remove from the premises any persons whose conduct it considers objectionable and lacking in the good taste, courtesy and dignity that are appropriate to a public or private event at Tri-Lakes Center.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

1.   LESSEE will provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance of not less than $1,000,000 Liability Coverage and $500,000 Property Damage for each occurrence no later than two weeks from said event insuring Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC and its affiliates.
2
This language must be added to the Insurance Endorsement:

“The insurer will not cancel the insurance coverage without fifteen days prior written notice to Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC. Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC, its officers, agents, employees, and servants are included as additional insureds, but only in so far as the operations under this agreement are concerned. Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC will not be responsible for any premiums or assessments on the policy or policies.” 
3
This policy is to cover all of the LESSEE’S time at the facility (including travel, set-up, rehearsals, technical, performances, and load-out. No rehearsals or performances shall be conducted or presented unless and until the required insurance coverage is in effect, and a copy of same delivered to Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC Business Office.
CANCELLATION AND INDEMNITY
1.   In the event of a cancellation whether in part or the entire event, written notice must be received no later than 
    30 days prior to the event.  By giving less than 30 days notice the LESSEE shall be liable for the full balance of
    the rental.
2.  LESSEE agrees that at the termination of the event they shall return the premises in as good a condition as it was at the commencement of the event, reasonable wear and tear expected.  
3.   LESSEE or its insurer shall be liable to the venue for any damages to or loss or theft of any property, or for any bodily or personal injury, illness or death of any person in, or about venue’s facilities arising out of LESSEE’S use of the facilities except to the extent such may be caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of Venue.  Venue or its insurer shall be liable to LESSEE for any damages to or loss or theft of any property, or for any bodily or personal injury, illness or death of any person in, or about Venue’s facilities that do not arise out of LESSEE’S use of facilities, except to the extent such may be caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of LESSEE. Incidents of loss or damage will be immediately reported by LESSEE to the staff of Venue then to the City of Branson Police Department, and LESSEE must complete a Police Report and cooperate fully with any investigation. A copy of Police Report is to be filed with the Business Office of Tri-Lakes Center of Branson, LLC.
4.   Each party shall indemnify, defend against and hold harmless the other party, up to the maximum limits of their respective insurance policies, from all claims, demands, liabilities, damages, losses, costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees and disbursements arising out of LESSEE use of the venue premises in accordance with the liabilities of the parties set forth in the proceeding paragraph.

5.   All representations, covenants, warranties and agreements contained in or made pursuant to the Agreement, or in any certificate, statement or instrument delivered by a party pursuant hereto, shall survive the termination of the lease provided for hereunder.
6.   This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties as to the transactions contemplated herein, and supersedes any and all understandings or agreements, if any, oral or written, between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof.

7. The parties executing this Agreement represent that they have the full authority to bind their respective entities thereby, and all appropriate and necessary action has been taken in order to authorize the transactions contemplated by the Agreement.
